Passive: Subject + TO BE + VERB in Past Participle

[Past Participle: Regular Verbs -(E)D; Irregular Verbs: 3rd Column]

Auxiliary TO BE: any TENSE

Models:

PRESENT SIMPLE
Active: I buy

Passive: I am bought

Active: You buy

Passive: You are bought

Active: He buys
Passive: He is bought

PRESENT CONTINUOUS
Active: I am buying

Passive: I am being bought

Active: You are buying

Passive: You are being bought

Active: He is buying
Passive: He is being bought



PRESENT PERFECT SIMPLE
Active: I have bought

Passive: I have been bought

Active: You have bought

Passive: You have been bought

Active: He has bought
Passive: He has been bought

PRESENT PERFECT CONTINUOUS
Active: I have been buying
Passive: I have been being bought

Active: You have been buying

Passive: You have been being bought

Active: He has been buying
Passive: He has been being bought

PAST SIMPLE
Active: I bought

Passive: I was bought

Active: You bought

Passive: You were bought

Active: He bought

Passive: He was bought



PAST PERFECT
Active: I had bought
Passive: I had been bought

Active: You had bought
Passive: You had been bought

Active: He had bought
Passive: He had been bought

FUTURE SIMPLE
Active: I will buy
Passive: I will be bought

Active: You will buy
Passive: You will be bought

Active: He will buy
Passive: He will be bought

GOING TO
Active: I am going to buy

Passive: I am going to be bought

Active: You are going to buy

Passive: You are going to be bought

Active: He is going to buy
Passive: He is going to be bought



Future CONTINUOUS
Active: I will be buying
Passive: I will be being bought

Active: You will be buying
Passive: You will be being bought

Active: He will be buying
Passive: He will be being bought

FUTURE PERFECT
Active: I will have bought

Passive: I will have been bought

Active: You will have bought

Passive: You will have been bought

Active: He will have bought

Passive: He will have been bought
